The differential diagnosis of livedoid rashes in an adult is broad. Physiologic cutis marmorata can rarely persist into adulthood, and it is important to recognize to avoid unnecessary workup, while at the same time, recognizing that it can be harbinger of undiagnosed vasculitis/ Anti-phospholipid syndrome (APS).  

We present a rare case of physiologic purpura persisting into adulthood confused with APS in a lady with oligohydramnios. Hope this interests your readers. 
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
